Stormwater System Mapping

During the permit year, the Kane County Division of Environment & Water Resources continued to
update the County storm sewer mapping throughout the unincorporated areas of Kane County. Storm
sewers, culverts, roadside ditches, channels, and drain tiles have been added to the mapping system.
